Operation Haiti: 
After the devastatingearthquakeon January12, 2010, our foundation wason the scenewithin one week
lendinghelp and support. Our involvementin Haiti cameas a direct result of wish requestswe received
from severalsponsororganizationsto helpcriticallyHaitians.

In addition to providing air
transportation to medicalpersonnel
madepossibleby the useof Sponsor
Arthur Middleton Capital IƻƭŘƛƴƎǎΩ
corporate jet, the Foundation
obtained and shipped two medical
vehicles along with supplies into
Port-au-Prince. The CƻǳƴŘŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ
36-foot Mobile Medical Command
Unit is being utilized by Albert
SchweitzerHospital. The 22-foot
Mobile Medical Transport Unit is
beingutilizedSt. 5ŀƳƛŜƴΩǎHospital.
Through the wonderful works of
these organizations,these medical
vehiclescontinue to aid the Haitian
citizens.

Granted Wish learned of a serious 
shortage of prosthetic supplies in 
Haiti and speaks with Hangar 
Orthopedicsand Southern 
Prosthetic Supply Companyto 
arrange shipment of the 
desperately needed supplies to 
Albert Schweitzer Hospital.One 
week later, Granted Wish charters 
a plane to and personally delivers 
enough supplies to continue the 
production of the artificial limbs. 
The supplies continue to help 
children such as Wisbens, an 8 year 
old orphaned boy whose leg was 
amputated from the hip down.  

After hearing the story of Mitha, a double amputee and 
mother of four children is homeless, Granted Wish sprung 
into action, locating and renting shelter for her and her 
children and provide her with necessities. In the next few 
months, a Mission Team will help her start a small business 
which will able her to gain her independence and provide 
for her family.  Currently, the Foundation is building Mitha 
and her family a home.

Maken(Mack),a 12 yearold boyat New
Life Orphanagewith a hole in his heart,
who hasto carrya colostomybagon his
body becausehe doesnot havean anus
and is now infected with a parasite. On
May 28, 2010, Surgeon and Chief
Medical Coordinator for New Life
/ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎHome, along with a trauma
nurse, his new adoptive mother and
chairmanRodneyNapier, flew Mack to
St. WƻǎŜǇƘΩǎ/ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎHospital in
Tampa,FLto savehis life. While it has
been touch and go with Mack, he is
improvingdaily.

Daniel, a 1 year old baby with
Apert Syndrome, a craniofacial
disorder who was very ill and
needsat least thirteen surgeries.
Granted Wish provided funding
for legal representation to be
ableto fly him to LosAngeles,CA
for the surgeries.

Today, Granted Wish 
has a satellite office 
in Port -au-Prince and 
continues to provide 
aid and rehabilitation 
to those in need.
